When a person, through planning, is able to
capture this fleeting moment, this is called timing. This timing can capture the moment forever. Good Timing is that wonderful thing: a moment of chance that was planned and
adjusted in advance. However, the decision to capture this moment can be a difficult one. To make that judgement—of how to capture a fleeting moment of chance—one must
make a concerted effort, increase their ability to possess and to demonstrate their skills, and must not be too early or too late. In both human life and management life, personality
grows alongside good timing.
